FOREWORD

The Bank of Greece exhibition “Xenophon Zolotas: the Professor and the
Bank of Greece” pays homage to one of the most eminent Greeks of the
20th century.

Historical documents and personal items from the archive of the Bank of
Greece shed light on the multi-faceted personality of Xenophon Zolotas,
as well as on his crucial contribution to the country’s post-war economic
growth and European orientation.

The exhibition aims to highlight Zolotas’ influence on economic thought
and the overall development of modern Greece, particularly during his
long years as Governor of the Bank of Greece.

Xenophon Zolotas left his mark both as a scholar and as a monetary policy
maker. As a prolific university professor and Academician, he advanced
ideas that were well ahead of his time. His utmost priority was a creative
combination of theory and practice that would improve the economic
and social wellbeing of the Greek people. As Governor of the Bank of
Greece, he strove to ensure monetary stability and introduced reforms to
modernise the Bank and upgrade the status of its personnel, while also
emphasising the institution’s social mission. Broad-minded and acutely
perceptive, he fervently supported the country’s European path and con-
tributed to the “Europeanisation” of the Greek economy. The respect
and worldwide recognition that he enjoyed gave him the opportunity
to promote his ideas and vision in international economic or monetary
policy fora. As a statesman, he was more than once invited to offer his
services at critical moments for the country, and was appointed to key
government positions, always driven by a strong sense of responsibility
and showing perseverance coupled with moderation.

This exhibition deepens our insight into the life and actions of Xenophon
Zolotas, and highlights the rare qualities he demonstrated in the multiple
roles he was called on to play.

Introduction

In the course of the 20th century, a less developed country like Greece
was to become a full member of the euro area. The active presence of
Xenophon Zolotas in the public arena spanning several decades coin-
cided with developments and changes which, albeit challenging and
sometimes tragic, always carried the expectation of a better future.
Zolotas was a multi-faceted personality: University professor (1928-
1968), Governor of the Bank of Greece (1955-1967 and 1974-1981),
member of the Academy of Athens (1952-2004), Minister in interim gov-
ernments (1952, 1974) and Prime Minister (1989-1990). However, he
always preferred to be addressed as Professor.

Commemorating 110 years from the birth of Xenophon Zolotas and ten
years from his death, the exhibition examines aspects of his involvement in
Greece's economic development, focusing on his role as a central banker.

Life and career

Xenophon Zolotas was born in Athens in 1904. His father, Efthymios
Zolotas, was a well-known Athenian goldsmith and businessman. His
mother, Konstantina, née Zafiriou, was a distinguished philanthropist.
After completing his secondary education, young Zolotas enrolled, in
1920, in the first year of Law School at the University of Athens, which
he attended for two years. In September 1922 he went to Leipzig to
study at the School of Commercial Studies. In May 1924 he graduated
with honours, having received credit for his two prior years at the Law
School of Athens. In 1926 he obtained a Doctorate Degree in economics
from the University of Leipzig, again with honours. He then went to Paris
where he attended lectures and studied the French bibliography.

Upon his return to Greece, he produced a prolific body of work and in
1927 received his habilitation at the University of Athens, on the recom-
mendation of Kyriakos Varvaressos. In 1928 he was elected Full Profes-
sor at the University of Thessaloniki and in 1930 Associate Professor at
the University of Athens (he became Full Professor in 1933). In 1932, he
launched, together with the then Lecturer Angelos Angelopoulos, the
journal Epitheorisis Koinonikis kai Dimosias Oikonomikis (Review of Social
and Public Economics). The journal ran until 1943 and, after a three-
year interval, was released anew as Epitheorisis Oikonomikon kai Politikon
Epistimon (Review of Economic and Political Sciences). During its lifetime,
the journal featured more than 1,500 articles, giving voice to virtually all
Greek economists across the entire spectrum of contemporary schools of
economic thought and setting trends in the field of economics.

During those years and up until the Axis Occupation, Zolotas devoted
himself to academic teaching and writing. This is why he declined the
position of Secretary General of the Supreme Economic Council offered
him by Prime Minister Eleftherios Venizelos, a position that would have
placed him on the political map much earlier — although he did partici-
pate in the Council as a member. He published many monographs and
numerous articles in Greek and international journals, while serving as a
member of doctorate and fellowship juries.

During the Occupation, he joined the Society of Socialist Studies, where
he became acquainted with Georgios Papandreou and Konstantinos Ka-
ramanlis. His friendship with the former led to his first direct involvement
in Greek economic policy-making, through his three-month service as
Co-governor of the Bank of Greece from 10 October 1944 to 8 January
1945. In 1952 he was elected member of the Academy of Athens.

In 1955 he was appointed Governor of the Bank of Greece, a position
he held until 1981, with the exception of the period of the dictatorship
(1967-1974). In 1958 he married Lola (Kallirhoe) Ritsou, his lifelong com-
panion. He retired from the University in 1968, having taught and men-
tored entire generations of young Greek economists. By that time, he
had already earned himself worldwide recognition as a leading authority
in monetary theory and policy and had received several international dis-
tinctions.

From 1948, in his capacity as envoy of the Greek government to the IMF,
he attended all of the Fund's General Meetings, proposing and promot-
ing reforms to safeguard the interests of small economies in the global
economic system. He made history with his speeches in English, almost
exclusively using words of Greek origin, in an intention not to impress,
but rather to highlight the contribution of the Greek language and clas-
sical Greece to the European culture.

Ultimate proof of his global repute came with his appointment as one of
the “Four Wise Men"” or “Group of Four”, entrusted with remodelling
the Organisation for European Economic Co-operation (OEEC) into the
Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) in
1958-1960. He was also a member of the Committee for the Monetary
Union of Europe set up in 1986.

From 1981 onwards, Xenophon Zolotas remained an acute observer of
the Greek and the global economy. His occasional interventions in Greek
public discourse always created a stir. Even during this latter part of his
life, he continued to write and publish extensively.

On 23 November 1989, Zolotas was a consensus choice for Prime Min-
ister of the national unity government, which succeeded in halting the
downward path of the Greek economy. This was the third time he took
up a government position, having served previously as Minister of Coor-
dination in the interim government under loannis Kiousopoulos (from 11
October 1952 to 18 November 1952) and in the first post-dictatorship
government under Konstantinos Karamanlis (July-November 1974).

Xenophon Zolotas made his first major contribution to Greek economic lit-
erature in 1926. His doctoral thesis | Ellas eis to stadion tis ekviomichaniseos
(Greece at the stage of industrialisation), supervised by professor Ludwig
Pohle, a close associate of the Swedish economist Gustav Cassel, focused
on the development of the economically backward countries, using Greece
as a case study.

1926 to 1955 were Zolotas' most productive years in terms of academic
work. In the articles and studies he published until 1944 he distanced
himself from the economic policy views prevailing in Greece at the time,
arguing in favour of private initiative and against the shortcomings of a

state-led economy.

As soon as he was appointed to the chair of Political Economy at the
University of Thessaloniki in 1928, Zolotas began to leave his mark as a
theoretical economist. In his view, the discipline of theoretical economics
should study the phenomena of economic life.

It should also “investigate cause and effect relationships” and try “to
discover the laws or trends underlying economic life (see his book Ai
neoterai taseis tis theoritikis koinonikis oikonomikis — The new trends in
theoretical social economics, in Greek - 1929).

In 1939, his contribution on “Taxation, Saving and Investment”, included
in an honorary volume in memory of Andreas Andreadis,> marked his
first discussion of Keynesian theory. Zolotas was initially very sceptical of
Keynes' ideas. However, by the time he delivered his inaugural lecture at
the Academy of Athens, he had reconsidered his earlier views, acknowl-
edging J. M. Keynes* as a major theorist and economist.

In 1942, in the midst of the Occupation, Xenophon Zolotas published
his seminal work Theoritiki oikonomiki (Theoretical economics, in Greek),
which for years to come would provide Greek students in economics with
a long-lacking comprehensive textbook of economic theory.

From 1944 onwards, he focused on post-war reconstruction and pub-
lished widely in Greek, English and French. In his book Dimiourgikos so-
sialismos (Creative socialism, in Greek — 1944), which stands out among
his output of the time, Zolotas underlines the merits of private initiative
and a free economy and envisions an economic system that would put
into place the conditions for maximising social welfare. This system was
“liberal socialism”.

In December 1952, in his inaugural lecture at the Academy of Athens,
Zolotas expressed his views on contemporary capitalism and on the eco-
nomic system that he perceived to be the best. A country’s social and
political welfare, in his opinion, rested on three pillars: productivity, free-
dom and social justice.

Building on his solid theoretical background and his successful career as a
central banker, Xenophon Zolotas presented in 1964 his book Monetary
equilibrium and economic development in Greek, published one year later
in English by Princeton University Press. The book formulates a theory
based on Greece's development experience over the 1950-1965 period,
examining the various aspects of the “Greek miracle”, i.e. the country’s
post-war development model, which, second only to that of Japan, had
impressed theoretical economists and policy makers around the globe.

In his book Economic growth and declining social welfare, published in
English by New York University Pressin 1981 (followed by a Greek version
in 1982 and later translated into Russian), Zolotas returned to his favour-
ite subject: growth and improvement of the standard of living.

In this book he recognises that pollution and the deterioration of the
environment, the rapacious exploitation of natural resources and other
factors entailed by economic growth have a negative impact on the qual-
ity of life of citizens, leading to the decline of the Indicators of Economic
Welfare. In other words, Zolotas expanded on Samuelson’s® proposals,
thereby heralding what today we call “green economics”.

Xenophon Zolotas did not confine himself to abstract theoretical analy-
sis, but factored in empirical/psychological aspects into the interpreta-
tion of economic phenomena. As he saw it, theoretical economics was
a combination of abstract and empirical science, relying on mathematics
and statistics, and as such could not be reduced to a purely theoretical
or purely factual approach. Zolotas questioned both Historicism and the
Psychological School of economic thought. By relying solely on an ethi-
cal or deontological approach, economics hardly qualified as a science.
In order to earn scientific credentials, economics needed to deal with
the practical problems of economic life, identify causal relationships and
formulate theories based on such causalities.

Throughout the years of his active academic career until his retirement
in 1968, professor Zolotas was constantly present at the university. He
taught political economy and subjects within the field of economic policy
to generations of Law School students majoring either in Law or in Eco-
nomic and Political Sciences. More importantly, his lectures were never
dry, and he strived to establish a close rapport with his students.

He was known to help young graduates obtain their doctorate, while
as a member of academic juries he examined numerous candidacies for
academic careers. In this sense, he helped to develop economic science
in Greece. Until 1974 nearly every professor at a Greek university had
started their academic career at the University of Athens, on the recom-
mendation of Zolotas, many of them (50% according to some estimates)
having received their doctorate degrees in Greece, most of which were
supervised by Zolotas.

Zolotas' most important legacy to Greek economic thought is perhaps
the conviction that economic science can improve the social and eco-
nomic conditions of people, particularly Greeks. He lived to see this come
true. In his days and with his contribution, Greece achieved economic
transformation. For this we are — and will remain forever — deeply in-
debted to him.

Zolotas the Governor of the Bank of Greece

Co-governor of the Bank of Greece

As we saw above in his life and career achievements, Xenophon Zolotas
was initially appointed Co-governor of the Bank of Greece in November
1944. Kyriakos Varvaressos, the Bank’s Governor since 1939, did not en-
joy the trust of Georgios Papandreou who had become Prime Minister
in April 1944. Zolotas, on the other hand, was held in high esteem by
Papandreou, ever since they had served together during the Occupation
in the Society of Socialist Studies, alongside Angelos Angelopoulos and

Konstantinos Karamanlis.

At that “zero hour” for the Greek economy, Zolotas' proposals were
liberalist, conflicting with the interventionist views of Varvaressos. It
therefore comes as no surprise that Governor Varvaressos resigned, upon
learning of the appointment of a Co-governor at the Bank of Greece. His
resignation, however, was not accepted and Varvaressos abstained from
his duties as Governor until early 1945, when Zolotas in turn resigned
and the position of Co-governor was abolished.

The idea of a co-governorship at the Bank of Greece failed for a number of
reasons. The “Zolotas experiment” had not been given time to bear fruit
and, after Georgios Papandreou resigned, Zolotas’ views lost political back-
ing. In fact, these views, which called for the use of the gold reserves of the
Bank of Greece to underpin the exchange rate of the drachma, were too
novel, by international standards back in 1944, to garner wider support.

First term as Governor, 1955-1967

Xenophon Zolotas was placed at the helm of the Bank of Greece in 1955,
the same year Konstantinos Karamanlis became Prime Minister. By then,
economic conditions had improved: macroeconomic imbalances had
been reduced, inflation was under control, production exceeded pre-war
levels and the exchange rate of the drachma vis-a-vis the US dollar had
been adjusted to a realistic level. However, there remained serious prob-
lems on the monetary and credit front that required immediate action:
first, savers’ confidence in bank deposits had been shaken, and, second,
gold sovereigns were still widely used in transactions. A turnaround was
achieved by raising the interest rates on private saving accounts and time
deposits in April 1956. As for the ban on the use of gold sovereigns, the
“Zolotas plan” (prohibiting free sales and purchases of gold sovereigns)
was introduced in 1966 with great success.

Thanks to these policies and to Zolotas' persistent pursuit of monetary
stability and sustainable economic growth, both problems were ad-
dressed during Zolotas’ first term as Governor.

It is important to note that Zolotas, with his authority, convincing argu-
ments and well-rounded recommendations, was able to have a major
influence on overall government policy during that time. His friendship
with Konstantinos Karamanlis obviously played a role in the close coop-
eration that the two men soon developed in addressing the problems of
the Greek economy. They held regular contact: Zolotas would send the
Prime Minister memos and comments on policy initiatives and draft leg-
islation, serving as a key economic advisor. In addition, through his seat
on the Currency Committee, in his capacity as Governor of the Bank of
Greece, Zolotas was also able to contribute to the formulation of eco-
nomic policy.

According to Zolotas, the role of the state should be complementary to
that of private initiative. Moreover, growth policy and social policy should
be clearly demarcated. Zolotas was also, both in theory and in practice,
the chief advocate of Greece’s industrialisation and believed that the fu-
ture of the country lay in manufacturing - in particular in the export
industry. A shift to foreign markets was necessary because, in his words,
“sought-after rapid industrialisation cannot be based on the limited do-
mestic market”.

Greece's association with the European Economic Community (EEC) in
1962, following the signing of the Rome Convention, was a milestone
in Greek economic history. Zolotas was in favour of the association, see-
ing it as conducive to the necessary competitive orientation of Greek
manufacturing.

The period of the dictatorship, 1967-1974

During this period, Xenophon Zolotas spent most of his time writing and
travelling extensively in Europe. In March 1973, he intervened with an arti-
cle in the Athens daily To Vima, criticising the economic policy of the junta
as harmful, erratic and in conflict with the country’s long-term interests,
including the prospect of closer bonds with the member states of the EEC.
Zolotas called for a “return to democratic normality as soon as possible”.
He also defended university students in their defiance of the junta regime.

Second term as Governor, 1974-1981

In late 1974, Xenophon Zolotas was reinstated as Governor of the Bank
of Greece, after a few months at the helm of the Ministry of Coordina-
tion. The restoration of democracy, earlier that year, had found the Greek
economy in recession, while the 1973 oil crisis had led to soaring levels
of inflation. These developments, coupled with floating exchange rates,
significantly complicated the conduct of policy by the Bank of Greece.

Zolotas argued that the economic growth achieved during the dictator-
ship had been at the expense of the share of wages in national income
and that this needed to be corrected. Thus, an expansionary monetary
policy was adopted, leading to a moderate recovery of the economy. An
effort was made to tackle structural problems by liberalising the econ-
omy in the run-up to the country’s accession to the EEC, a process that
started in 1976 and was completed in 1981.

In 1978, when money targeting was introduced in the form of a ceiling
on money supply, Zolotas once again called for wage moderation, sug-
gesting that an example be set with the public sector. His recommenda-
tions were not heeded, and the stance of fiscal and wage policies instead
became strongly expansionary. The oil bill began to weigh increasingly on
public expenditure and from 1978 onwards the ordinary budget started
to run ever-increasing deficits as the 1981 elections drew near.

The electoral cycle had begun to affect economic policy. Zolotas’ warn-
ings that monetary policy should be kept away from politics met with
political opposition.

In the meantime, Greece had become a full member of the EEC. Greece's
entry into the European family had, according to Zolotas, taken place at a
time of crisis for both the global and the domestic economy. However, as
he said, the Greek economy was “not joining the EEC to become a bur-
den”, as both sides stood to gain substantial benefits, both political and
economic. Greek industry would benefit from its access to a larger export
market, while Greek agriculture would be able to overcome its structural
weaknesses with Community funding. The EEC, in turn, would gain in
political strength by extending membership to an economy known for its
dynamism and versatility. The only problem for Greece, now part of the
EEC, was the functioning of its public administration and its inefficiently
organised broader public sector, including state-owned companies. Ac-
cording to Zolotas, these weaknesses called for initiatives to minimise the
cost of EEC accession for Greek economy and society.

Zolotas proved to be an indefatigable defender of the country’s European
path, never succumbing to sentimentalism or cheap arguments. For him,
Greece's European path was a stake that the Greek business community
had to win. Until his very last writings, Zolotas never ceased to stress
the importance of Greece’s full integration into the European Union and
alignment with EU economic policies. Overall, Zolotas contributed like
few others to the “Europeanisation” of the Greek economy.

Zolotas' care for the personnel of the Bank of Greece

Xenophon Zolotas attached great importance to the training of the
Bank’s staff and the improvement of their skills. This led him to found
the School of Banking Studies in 1957, among other measures for the
Bank’s reorganisation. A total of the Bank’'s 467 employees, all high-
school graduates, attended the School as regular students, while another
150 audited the classes.

After five years of the School’s successful operation, Xenophon Zolotas
decided to take a second step in the same direction and to set up an-
other educational institution, the Institute of Banking Research. Un-
like the School of Banking Studies, which provided training to Bank of
Greece staff, the Institute focused on conducting systematic research of
monetary and credit policy issues, liaising with relevant organisations in
Greece and abroad, organising seminars and lectures, publishing papers
and monographs, holding award competitions and implementing staff
exchange programmes between the Bank of Greece and foreign banks.

Zolotas also took care to improve the daily working life of the Bank’s
employees, inaugurating the staff canteen at the Head Office in Athens
in 1966. Moreover, in his address to the personnel on the occasion of the
50th anniversary of the Bank of Greece, he announced the decision to
build childcare facilities for the employees’ children on the grounds of the
Banknote Printing Works in the area of Chalandri, Athens. The Histori-
cal Archive of the Bank confirms that he was indeed the first to envision
such a project. With these initiatives he recognised “the beneficial effect
of such amenities (...) on staff performance”.

Last but not least, Zolotas conceived the idea of the staff magazine “O
Kyklos” (“The Circle”), a landmark publication at the time according to
press reports. The magazine covered a broad diversity of topics and ush-
ered in an era in which the talent and achievements of the Bank’s staff in
all fields were appreciated as adding to the prestige of the Bank and as
supportive of its social role.

The Economic Research Department of the Bank of Greece

Under Xenophon Zolotas' direct guidance and personal supervision,
economists from the Bank's Economic Research Department (established
in the 1950s) were offered scholarships to pursue postgraduate studies
abroad and enhance their professional skills to the benefit of the qual-
ity of their work at the central bank. At a time when human resources
were scarce and the Bank of Greece needed duly qualified staff, Zolotas
was far-sighted enough to put into practice principles of modern human
resource management. Through internal competitions or competitions
of the State Scholarships Foundation, he helped to nurture a younger
generation of highly qualified economists, many of whom subsequently
paid valuable service to the country from senior posts in government,
banks, organisations, etc. These economists, but also the development
of Greece, owe much to Zolotas.

Zolotas the statesman

Xenophon Zolotas served as Minister of Coordination twice, first in the
interim government of loannis Kiousopoulos in 1952 and later in the
first post-dictatorship government of Konstantinos Karamanlis (July-
November 1974).

The national unity government

In November 1989 Xenophon Zolotas was appointed by all-party con-
sensus to head the national unity government, called upon to steer
the country out of very dire circumstances. In his view, major economic
changes were needed, such as the consolidation of the budget and the
reduction of the deficit, the expansion of the tax base by curbing tax
evasion, the reform of the pension system by abolishing privileges, etc.

The greatest achievement of the Zolotas government was that, through
the discussion of economic issues at all-party committees, the establish-
ment of a new approach to economic policy management and the de-
clared commitment to change, it showed the way to the necessary shift
in attitudes along these lines.

Amongst its first measures, the government set up a committee under
Angelos Angelopoulos, mandated to prepare a short- and medium-to-
long-term programme for economic growth. The committee comprised
seven eminent economists who fulfilled its mandate within three months
and submitted a report that has remained in history. Zolotas argued that
“the problem [of the Greek economy] is long-standing and we are no
magicians”. What was needed was “long-term treatment, not light-
heartedness”. However, the fierce opposition to his proposals from po-
litical leaders on two occasions in early 1990 convinced him of the short-
sighted considerations of the parties forming the alliance, leading him to
step down from government in April of the same year. His resignation,
however, did not signal his withdrawal from the political scene.

International recognition

International Monetary Fund

Xenophon Zolotas presented interesting proposals on the functioning
of the international monetary system at IMF meetings. With time, these
proposals would become part of the international debate on the future
of the global monetary system and contribute to increased availability of
funding for development projects across the world.

The first of these proposals was presented in his speeches at the IMF in
1957 and 1958. In his view, the international monetary system of the time
was short of liquidity, despite the lesser need for gold reserves under the
Bretton Woods system.® Borrower countries, i.e. poorer countries, were
under pressure to implement deflationary policies, while their external bal-
ances typically remained fragile and exerted a drag on their development.

Zolotas suggested that the surplus of lender countries should be de-
posited with the IMF, which could rechannel it into financing facilities
for borrower developing countries facing problems with their balance
of payments. His proposal was finally adopted in 1961 as the “Zolotas-
Jacobsson plan” and incorporated into IMF policies, strengthening the
stability of the international monetary system.

During the 1960s, Zolotas focused intensely and systematically on the
issue of international payments in general and gold in particular. He sug-
gested that sales of gold should no longer enjoy the safety of the fixed
price of gold under the Bretton Woods system and that the price of gold
should be allowed to float. Also, the United States should cease to con-
vert dollars into gold and instead issue “gold certificates”.

In 1976 when the IMF finally decided to introduce the Special Drawing
Rights as a unit of exchange to replace gold, Zolotas welcomed the deci-
sion as overdue. In his opinion, the collapse of the Bretton Woods system
was not the result of weaknesses in the US economy but of speculation
on gold, as he had pointed out so often in the past.

The speeches of Zolotas for years at the IMF reveal a realist with a strong
capacity for synthesis and a grasp of what was feasible under changing
circumstances.

Committee of the "Four Wise Men"

Between 1948 and 1960, the main forum for consultations and coordi-
nation of economic decisions in Europe was the Organisation for Euro-
pean Economic Co-operation (OEEC).

The wounds from World War Il had healed, but it remained uncertain
whether the cooperation suggested by the OEEC's title would continue,
given that some European countries had established the European Eco-
nomic Community (EEC), while others had set up the European Free
Trade Association (EFTA).

Faced with this emerging chasm, the leaders of the United States, France,
Germany and the United Kingdom decided at a meeting in Paris in 1959
to appoint a group of four “"Wise Men” to consider options for the
OEEC's reform. Alongside the American W. Randolph Burgess, the French
Bernard Clappier and the British Paul Gore-Booth, the Greek Xenophon
Zolotas was appointed member of the Committee of Four Wise Men.

Zolotas' appointment symbolised the role that the smaller countries were
summoned to play in the world economy, as well as the need to take
their interests into consideration in the consultations of the Great Pow-
ers. The four wise men concluded their work with the proposal to create
the Organisation for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD),
which, in addition to European countries, would also include the United
States, Canada and other countries, and would undertake coordination,
consultation and design of policies to promote economic development.

Zolotas' place among the “Four Wise Men" attests to his authority in the
international economic community.

Zolotas the man

In the previous sections, we saw different aspects of Xenophon Zolotas’
personality and activity. However, it remains to be seen how we will col-

lectively remember him down the road.

Will we remember him predominantly as Governor of the Bank of Greece?
As the endearing professor, economist and Academician? As the theorist
who penned dozens of books? Or as the prime minister of the national
unity government? We will most probably remember him for all of the
above, plus his rare qualities as an individual, without which the former
would not have been possible.

From a young age, he was very sociable. As a boy he loved football and
used to play in his neighbourhood. He developed into a sophisticated
young man, good at high jump and swimming.

When he entered the Law School of Athens at age 16, his father was not
happy, as he wanted his son to continue the family business. Xenophon,
however, was determined to pursue a different dream.

Before turning 18, he went to Leipzig to further his studies. By age 24,
he had already become professor at the University of Thessaloniki, where
he taught students either his age or older. “I had no problems with the
students”, he would later confess, “on the contrary, being of similar age,
we managed to get along very well”.

In fact, he would always retain a youthful disposition. He talked fast,
moved fast, understood fast and reacted fast. Swimming was a favourite
activity that he engaged in year-round. Without indulging in extrava-
gance, he was a man of refined tastes and a love of music -a love he
shared with his wife: Lola was a mezzo soprano before their marriage.
Lola’s beauty, culture, kindness and elegance made her the perfect part-
ner for him.

Indicative of Zolotas’ nature was his launching, in March 1979, of a
charitable trust in memory of his parents, the Efthymios and Konstan-
tina Zolotas Memorial Foundation. Apart from its other activities, the
Foundation granted scholarships to students for studies abroad. Zolotas
endowed the Foundation with his four-storey house at 8 Phrynichou Str.,
in the Athens district of Plaka, as well as a store on the corner of Ermou
and Kornarou streets in downtown Athens.

“My father taught me four things”, Zolotas once said in an interview.
“First, to be honest; second, to be fair; third, to be generous; and fourth,
to be tough. My father was. And | have tried, all my life, to be like him”.

Epilogue

Xenophon Zolotas was, without exaggeration, one of the most remark-
able figures of 20th century Greece.

One cannot help but wonder what he would have said of our present
situation. We will never know. One of his many admonitions encapsu-
lates what he used to stress at all times: “| consider it the patriotic duty
of all Greeks, irrespective of their political affiliation, to help put an end
to the politicisation of the country’s economic problems”.

The Professor’s views remain relevant and particularly incisive to this day.

®Paul Anthony Samuelson (1915-2009) was the first American economist to win the Nobel prize in economic sciences
in 1970. Upon awarding him the prize, the Swedish Royal Academies stated that he had “done more than any other
contemporary economist to raise the level of scientific analysis in economic theory”.

The Bretton Woods system, involving fixed exchange rates between the currencies of participating countries, was
named after the Monetary and Financial Conference held at Bretton Woods, New Hampshire, USA in 1944. The Con-
ference brought together representatives of the 44 allied nations in World War II. The Bretton Woods regime of fixed

exchange rates remained in place until 1971.
